VI. WHAT ARE THE SIGNS THAT CHASTISEMENT DIDN'T WOR?
Examples of unbroken rebellion after a time of tisament:

No sign of brokenness or humility

Unwilling to admit fault and take responsibilityrfactions. Still making excuses or casting blanre fo
misbehavior. Uses a defense mechanism to avoidgaksponsibility.

Crying out for the non-disciplining parent; ieDaddy spanked, they might lay on their bed andfoall
Mommy.

Any sign of blatant anger towards parent; ie: tteeato leave home, curses parent, sassy attitle,
Extended or extra loud crying (demonstrating argaot pain or sorrow)

Refusal to hug the disciplining parent.

Acting angry; ie: throwing things, grumbling, etc.

Saying, "I hate you," or "That didn't hurt"

Trying to make you feel guilty by sulking or pouwdiror accusing you of improper discipline, ie: "You
spanked me in the wrong place.”

The discipline is over when they are humble, angehiaken responsibility for their actions. No diioe is
complete until your child's will is submitted towrs.

Restitution - paying the cost of replacing or reipgiitems lost or broken

Instituting change

Plan a strategy with your spouse.

Before you go into action, discuss your plans witlir mate. If possible, both parents should re&dtibok
before one begins implementing anything new. If ¢hédren sense there is disharmony between parents
they will play them one against the other.

Call a meeting.

In order to begin implementing proper trainingisiimportant that parents call a meeting with tlobitdren
to explain the changes that will be occurring ie tay the home is run. Make sure they understamaéiv
standards and the consequences for violations. Wamathey don't become resentful for suddenly béielg

to new standards without forewarning. They knowctlyavhat is happening, why it is happening, ane th
kinds of changes they should expect.

Ask their forgiveness.

It will be important to begin your meeting by apgiling for failing with your parenting in the pa3stou have not
properly prepared them for maturity, and askingrtfe¥giveness is in order. This will give you a$h start
and establish the basis for the forthcoming changes

Warn them of possible inconsistencies.

Be sure to tell them that as you are relearning yolo, you may have blind spots, and therefore maty
notice every time they violate a new rule. Warmikteat they are not to interpret your lack of attio mean
that the new standard is now off.

Go slow and watch your anger!

| want to restate what | said in the preface. Keemind that our children are a product of ourrinag,
whether by intent or neglect. They are only the Wy are, because we haven't yet finished thaimitrg. If
the children are not learning fast enough, andrdiring does not seem to be working, then itrigetto look
for blind spots in our approach, and not time fogager harshness. Children respond best to abettyd,
consistent discipline — not to angry, "don't mesth me, kid" parenting.

Remember,"untraining” is not easy.
The repentant parent must remember that the emi@mcieof new rules can be difficult, because halthef
training will beundoingthe negative training you have done thus far.

Plan for the possibility of several intense days dfequent chastisement.

Some children submit easily, but others enjoy b&incharge and may not so willingly release contrfathe
home. They must learn right away, however, that yoean business. You may even consider limiting
outside commitments for several days, so you cantdeyourself fully to consistent discipline.

Communicate your love to them.

One last thought — keep in mind that it is eatiefollow the leadership of one who likes us. Yatildren
mustknow of your affection for them. Affirm your childreroif their successes, don't always think the worst
of them, and speak hopefully to theiri.
